Mercedes B-Class gets sleeker look, new technology

Mercedes-Benz today released details of the new B class that will debut at the Frankfurt auto show next month. The latest B
class is lower than the current car, giving it a sleeker appearance.

Mercedes says the car will have more new technology than the brand has ever offered before when launching a new-
generation car. "No model change in the history of Mercedes-Benz has ever seen so many new developments introduced in
one fell swoop," said Thomas Weber, the brand's development chief, in a statement.

The B class will be offered with an all-new series of 1.6-liter, four-cylinder, gasoline direct-injection engines (internally known
as M270) with 122 hp or 156 hp.

The car also gets a new four-cylinder turbodiesel derived from the OM651 units used in the brand's bigger models, including
the S class and C class. The engine's capacity has been downsized to 1.8 liters and two power options, 109 hp and 136 hp,
will be available.

All the engines have fuel-saving stop-start systems and can be paired with a new seven-speed dual-clutch transmission or a
new six-speed manual transmission.

The B class will also offer a radar-based collision warning system with braking assistance that Mercedes says is a first in its
segment and lowers the risk of rear-end accidents. The system uses visual and acoustic warnings to alert a distracted driver
to potential hazards and prepares the brakes for a precise response.

The car also offers Mercedes' PreSafe system for the first time. The system was first launched in the S class in 2002.

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Question: My car sometimes does not start when I turn the key the first time.  It does not even make
an attempt to start.  Usually I can fix it by jiggling the gear selector and trying again but lately it seems to
be getting worse.  Please help me fix this aggravating problem!

Answer: Judging by the description given, your shifter must be sloppy and loose feeling.  First you
need to replace the shifter bushings (I covered this 2 months ago in the July 2011 issue).  If the problem
still persists you need to replace the Neutral Safety Switch on the outside of the transmission.  Don't
worry, it's an easy job that doesn't require opening or removing the transmission.  You may be able to
clean and repair your old switch if it's not broken.  Good luck!
